[against] them. I have forgiven them and pray for them every day that God would
transform their hearts. I still tell them that Jesus is a good God, and I also tell them
that the gods that they are worshiping are not true gods. I share the Gospel with
them, and I'm not afraid of sharing the Gospel.” Please uphold the family of Pastor
Peter inyour prayers.

. In the Pulhara area of Solan District, some religious radicals broke into a Christian

prayer meeting and demanded that they stop holding the meetings in their village.
The radicals went on to accuse the Christians of forced conversions. Despite this
incident, the Christians continue to meet on Sundays. Please pray for them.
